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Problem Statement
Prospective students do not always realize the wide range of available choices within the College of Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources (CAFNR). The goal of this project is to create an interactive survey which results in promoting the College and its wide range of majors. 
The CAFNR Web site currently offers detailed information about majors, career possibilities and career services. The survey results will point to specific resources which already exist on the College's site.
Rationale/Justification Statement 

Student recruitment is an ongoing process which seeks to maintain and increase the number of new students to the College each year. Career services work closely with the office of student recruitment. Career services staff offer guidance to students so they choose appropriate majors for their career goals.
There are already a number of general career quizzes available on the Web. This survey will be specialized since it is specific to the majors available at CAFNR and linked to the College's resources. It will be a tool that the offices of student recruitment and career services can use with prospective students to introduce them to new possibilities.
The survey will bring more interactivity and customization to the current CAFNR Web presence.
Solution Statement 

The survey will show prospective students choices that they may not have considered previously. For example, a student interested in going into the medical field may think they need to major in pre-med. However, biochemistry, a major offered by CAFNR, would also be an excellent choice.

Regardless of how the survey is answered, the survey structure will result in at least a few suitable choices. These choices will be linked to the current resources available on the College's site.
Design Requirement
This survey will be designed for an audience of 15- to 20-year-olds, either high school students who are starting to think about college or new college students who have not yet declared a major. 
The layout of the survey will have a scientific, investigative theme. The goal for this layout is to promote the life sciences aspect of the College and reflect the popularity of current investigative TV shows. 
The look of the survey will have similarities to the official CAFNR Web site with its choice of design details such as hex colors and fonts.
The process of taking the survey will be quick and fun, since this is meant as a promotional piece, rather than a formal test. 

The user will answer the survey questions and submit the survey. A survey page will lead to a results page.
The application will collect the answers and dynamically create a customized results page based on the answers chosen.

The design requires a SQL database which will contain the tables needed for the career choices, major choices with hyperlinks and the attributes of the careers. The tables will be attributes (attributeID and attributes), careers (careerID, career name, career details) and majors (majorID, major, resources for major).
